Objectives fulfilled:
 Students gained valuable insight on their historic past and the achievements of their

ancestors
 They learned about ancient architecture and the ingenuity people demonstrated so as to

build massive, aesthetically marvellous temples, administrative buildings, schools, libraries,
thematic representations of glorious times of their time, and statues dedicated to Gods or to
symbolize values of the ancient times (valour, bravery,wisdom, youth, fertility, parenthood,
hardship).
